Bob was the executive director of the Arizona Fire 

Chief's Association for 11 years. He assisted in the forming of many Fire Departments and non-profit 

corporations across the State of Arizona.  He served on the State Emergency Response Title III Plan Review 

Committee and the State Emergency Response Advisory Committee. He participated as a team member in 

the 1988 Armenia earthquake. Bob worked on projects for the Fire District Association, Mechanics 

Association and the Insurance Services Office.  He was an I.C.B.O. Certified Fire Inspector and served on the 

I.AF.C. Fire Code Committee. He taught Fire Science and Management classes in the community college 

system.  He was a member of the Arizona Department of Education design team for Fire Science Curriculum. 

He was certified as a Senior Grants Specialist and Reviewer by the National Grant Writers Association. He is 

an Honorary Member of the Arizona Fire Mechanics Association, a Life Member of the International 

Association of Fire Chiefs and distinguished Life Member of the Arizona Fire Chiefs Association. Bob was a 

Charter Member of the Arizona Fire Service Hall of Fame. He was presented a Lifetime Achievement Award 

by the Arizona Fire Chiefs Association which just recently was renamed  and is now know as the Chief Bob 

Weber Lifetime Achievement Award. Bob was the recipient of the Arizona Governor's Award for Special 

Achievement and was also a recipient of Arizona's Excellence in Emergency Management Award.
